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This photo is up the PVL backing plate being mounted. Again this is the way that I choose to mount it and I have specific reasons that will be explained as you read on.
As you can see in the photo there are three tapped holes that are exposed. My way to mount the PVL needs to have the three holes located as you see in the photo. You can mount it differently if you so choose. This location is where the three screws that are used to set the timing are going to be located. By doing this allows for movement when setting the timing in either BTDC direction or TDC direction.
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
