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Using a dial indicator I am turning the crank counter clockwise (this is the way the crank turns when the motor is running) until the piston comes all the way to the top of the cylinder. You will know that you have reached Top Dead Center (TDC) when the arm on the face of the dial indicator starts to turn in the opposite direction. Go back and forth by turning the crank ever so slightly clockwise and then counter clockwise to find the high spot. Once this is done move the rotation face plate of the dial indicator to show "0" as in the photo. This is your TDC mark.
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
