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This photo shows the timing mark on the stator with I have highlighted in red using duct tape. I have also highlighted the mark on the PVL rotor in red too. These two marks need to mate for the timing to be set correctly. I have the crank half clean of oil or grease but using a bit of contact cleaner on a paper towel.
I double check the dial indicator to see if the arm is still on #86 and if so then slide the rotor onto the crank while keeping the two red marks lined up.
Once that is done I take a cordless impact gun and tighten a flywheel lock washer and nut to hold the rotor onto the crank. The nut is not included with the PVL ignitions but is the same nut Hodaka used to hold the external flywheels part # 903001 for Hodaka. The Super Combat or (98) Super Rat rotor nut will not fit this application.
 Once I have tightened the rotor to the crank I go back one more time and double check to see if the rotor had moved while I was installing it. If it had all I need to do is rotate the stator ( slotted holes for the three mounting screws) to the point that the red mark on the stator matches the red mark on the rotor. Once done then tighten very snugly the three screws used to hold the stator.
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
